THE   CENTRE 

 
Govilon is a small village just outside Abergavenny on the eastern edge of the Brecon Beacons National Park.  The 
centre itself is in what was the old school house and has accommodation for 30 pupils in a large dormitory and several 
smaller rooms. The rooms are fairly basic; the centre has just recently been upgraded with a good deal of building 
work and decoration. The building is owned by the Kettering Old Grammar School Foundation.
